My Pattern: The Addison

Materials:

H crochet hook

3 buttons

Stitches:

Ch – chain

Sc – single crochet

Sl st – slip stitch

Special Stitches: 
long double crochet (ldc): Yarn over and draw through a loop (3 loops on hook). Pull up on the yarn so the two bottom loops are lengthened until they are brought up to the height of the last loop. Yarn over and draw a loop through the two long loops. Two loops remain on hook. Yarn over and draw through both loops. (Check out the Persia Lou site for a great explanation to this stitch!)

Directions:
Ch 25 
Row 1: sc in 2nd ch from hook, sc across, ch 1, turn 
Row 2: sc across ch 1 turn 
Rows 3-5: repeat row 2 
Row 6: skip 2 sc, 5 ldc in next sc, skip 2 sc, sc in next sc, repeat from3 times, ch 3, 
turn 
Row 7: 3 ldc in first sc, skip 2 ldc, sc in next ldc, skip 2 ldc, 5 ldc in next sc, repeat 
from2 times, skip 2 ldc, sc in next sc, skip 2 ldc, 3ldc in last stitch, turn 
Row 8: skip 3 ldc, 5 ldc in next sc, skip 2 ldc, sc in next ldc, skip 2 ldc, 5 ldc in next 
sc, skip 2 ldc, sc in next ldc, repeat fromtwo times, ch 3, turn 
Rows 9-45: repeat rows 7 and 8, ending with row 7 
Row 46: skip 3 ldc, 5 ldc in next sc, skip 2 ldc, sc in next ldc, skip 2 ldc, 5 ldc in next 
sc, skip 2 ldc, sc in next ldc, repeat fromtwo times, turn

For the border (this is where I changed the pattern). 
Chain 6 
Row 1: sc in 2nd ch from hook, sc 4, sl st in next st from edge of pattern, ch1, turn 
Row 2: sc in next 5 st (one in each), ch1, turn 
Row 3: sc in next 5, sl st in next st from edge of pattern, ch1, turn 
Row 4: sc in next 5 st, ch1, turn 
Row 5: sc in next 5, sl st in next st from edge of pattern, ch 1, turn 
Row 6: sc in next 5 st, ch1, turn 
Row 7: sc in next 2 st, ch 2 (button hole), sc, sl st in next stitch form edge of pattern, ch1, turn

Repeat Row’s 2-3 six times, next button hole (twice) 
Repeat Row’s 2-3 four times, finish off. 
There should be 40 row’s overall.

Additionally, and this is important otherwise your border will achieve a fanned out look
The pattern you are following gives you 5ldc, 1sc, 5ldc, 1sc, etc. When working the border, whenever you come across that sc stitch, decrease it. That is to say, when you are slip stitching in the last stitch of 5 ldc’s, do a sl st decrease into that sc. Then when you start your next row, you are beginning with the first of 5 ldc’s again.
