Sara does GREAT work! Her blog is amazing, so definitely check it out. The only modification I made to this pattern was in the initial chain (I made it slightly thinner).

My Pattern: The Avery

Materials:

J crochet hook

Stitches:

Ch – chain

Dc – double crochet

Fpdc – front post double crochet

Bpdc – back post double crochet

Sl st – slip stitch

Directions:

Chain 16 (if you want it wider, chain more by 2, i.e., 18, 20, 22, or if you want it thinner, decrease by 2’s).

Base Row: 1 Dc in third ch from hook and in each ch across. (For my pattern, 14 dc total.)

Row 1: FPDC around first two Dc stitches. BPDC around the 
next two. Repeat this pattern across. 
Row 2: As Row 1.

Continue in this pattern until the crochet piece is long enough to fit around your head.

Attach the beginning and ending rows with a sl st seem. Cut and bind off leaving a very long tail - a couple feet long. Wind around the seam to make a knot, as shown in picture.
