My Pattern: The Cora

Materials:

G crochet hook for hat

I crochet hook for bow

Black & White worsted weight yarn

Stitches:

Ch – chain

Dc – double crochet

Sl st – slip stitch

Hat Directions:

Row 1: Ch 6, Sl st to join the ring.
Row 2: Ch 2, 11 dc into the ring (12 sts). Sl St to join.
Row 3: Ch 2, dc in the same space you joined the sl st, 2 dc in each st around the 
circle (24 sts). Sl st to join.
Row 4: Ch 2, * 2 dc in the next st, (inc by working 2 sts in one st) 1 dc, rep from * 
around, ending with 2 dc in the last st (36 sts). Sl st.
Row 5: Ch 2, 4 dc in the next st, *5 dc, 2 dc in the next st, rep from * around (42 sts) 
Sl st.
Row 6: Ch 2, 5 dc, 2 dc in the next st, * 6 dc, 2 dc in the next st, rep from * around 
(48 sts) Sl st
Row 7: Ch 2, 6 dc, 2 dc in the next st, * 7 dc, 2 dc in the next st, rep from * around 
(54 sts) Sl st.
Row 8: Ch 2, 7 dc, 2 dc in the next st, * 8 dc, 2 dc in the next st, rep from* around (60 
sts) Sl st.R9: Ch 2, 8 dc, 2 dc in the next st, *9 dc, 2 dc in the next st, rep from 
* around (66 sts) Sl st.
Row 10: Ch 2, 9 dc, 2 dc in the next st, *10 dc, 2 dc in the next st, rep from * around 
(72 sts) Sl St.R11: Ch 2, 10 dc, 2 dc in the next st, * 11 dc, 2 dc in the next st, 
rep from * around (78 sts) Sl st.
Row 12: Ch 2, dc around (this row is worked with no increases) Sl st.
Row 13- 17: rep round 12

Row 18: Ch 1, sc around, finish off, weave in end.


Bow Directions:
Ch 33, dc in 4th ch from hook, and dc in every ch across (29 sts)

Row 2-6: Ch 2, turn, work dc in every st across, finish off, weave in edge. Sew 
onto hat.
