My Pattern: The Emerson

Materials:

K crochet hook

Stitches:

Ch – chain

St – stitch

Sp – space

Sl st – slip stitch

Sk – skip

Sc – single crochet

Dc – double crochet

Tr – treble crochet/triple crochet

Fpdc – front post double crochet

Bpdc – back post double crochet

Directions:

Row 1: 12 sc in magic ring, sl st join in first sc  (12 sts total: 12 sc) 

Row 2: ch 3 (counts as first dc) ch 1, [dc in next sc, ch 1] to end of Row, sl st join in 

top of first ch 3 (24 sts total: 12 dc + 12 ch sp) 

Row 3: ch 4 (counts as first tr), 2 tr in next ch sp, [1 tr in next dc, 2 tr in next ch sp] 
to end of Row, sl st join in top of first ch 4 (36 tr) 

Row 4: ch 3 (counts as first dc), ch 2, sk 1 tr, [dc in next tr, ch 2, sk 1 tr] to end of 
Row, sl st join in top of first ch 3 (54 sts total: 18 dc + 36 ch sp) 

Row 5: ch 1, sc in same st as join, sc in next 8 sts, 2 sc in next st, [sc in next 9 sts, 2 
sc in next st] to end of Row, sl st join in first sc (60 sc) 

Row 6: ch 4 (counts as first tr), tr in next 3 sc, 2 tr in next sc,  [tr in next 4 sc, 2 tr in 
next st] to end of Row, sl st join in top of first ch 4 (72 tr) 

Row 7: ch 3 (counts as first dc), ch 1, sk 1, [dc in next tr, ch 1, sk 1] to end of Row, sl 
st join in top of first ch 3 (72 sts total: 36 dc + 36 ch sp) 

Row 8: Size M and L only 


Place hook under first ch sp, pull through 1 sl st, (72 sts total: 36 dc + 36 ch sp) 
place hook over first ch sp, pull through 1 sl st, place hook under first ch sp 
again, pull through 1 sl st.  This moves the beginning of the Row to the middle of 
the first ch sp. ch 3 (counts as first dc), ch 1, sk 1, [dc in next tr, ch 1, sk 1] to 
end of Row, sl st join in top of first ch 3 

Row 9: Size L only 


Repeat Row 8 (72 sts total: 36 dc + 36 ch sp) 

Row 10: ch 1, sc in same st as join, 1 sc in each st and ch sp to end of Row, sl st join 
in first sc (72 sc) 

Row 11: ch 4 (counts as first tr), tr in each sc to end of Row, sl st join in top of first 
ch 4 (72 tr) 

Row 12: ch 1, sc in same st as join, 1 sc in each tr to end of Row, sl st join in first sc 


(72 st) 

Row 13: ch 3 (counts as first dc), ch 1, sk 1, [dc in next tr, ch 1, sk 1] to end of Row, 
sl st join in top of first ch 3 (72 sts total: 36 dc + 36 ch sp) 

Row 14: Size M and L only  


Place hook under first ch sp, pull through 1 sl st, place hook over first ch sp, pull 
through 1 sl st, place hook under first ch sp again, pull through 1 sl st.  This 
moves the beginning of the Row to the middle of the first ch sp. ch 3 (counts as 
first dc), ch 1, sk 1, [dc in next tr, ch 1, sk 1] to end of Row, sl st join in top of 
first ch 3 (72 sts total: 36 dc + 36 ch sp) 

Row 15: ch 1, sc in same st as join, 1 sc in each st and ch sp to end of Row, sl st join 
in first sc (72 sc) 

Now you are ready to do the band. In the original pattern, Amanda switches over to knitting. I created a band to continue crocheting.

Row 16: ch 2, fpdc, bpdc, fpdc, bpdc, alternate continuosly, sl st.

Row 17: Repeat Row 16 until desired band length is achieved. (Personally, I did four 
rows.) Sl st, weave in ends.
