I followed this pattern closely, but rewrote it. Hopefully it is easier to read/understand now.

My Pattern: The Hayden

Materials:

J crochet hook

Worsted/10 Ply yarn

Stitches:

Ch – chain

Sc – single crochet

Dc – double crochet

Sk – skip a stitch

Sl st – slip stitch

Directions:

Chain an even number of stitches (I chose 60). The chain should fit comfortably around your head, as if you were sizing a hat, but a bit looser. Join the ends together with a slip stitch, be careful not to twist the chain.

Row 1: Ch 3, sc in same stitch as joining, sk st, * dc, sc into same stitch as dc, sk st, * repeat from * to * to the end (last chain should be unworked). Now, do not sl st. Rotate one half of your work and continue on into the other side of the initial chain. It will appear as though you are twisting the chain, this is what create the twist in the Moebius scarf. Now continue the dc and sc in the same stitch, sk st pattern until you reach the beginning again (where you CAN sl st).

Row 2 and following: Ch 3, turn and work in opposite direction. Sc in same stitch as joining, sk st, * dc, sc in same stitch, sk st* and repeat from * to * until end of row.

Continue until scarf is as thick as desired.

**Notes: After the first Row, you should turn and work your scarf in the opposite direction every time. Also, if you initially chained 60, it will appear that you are working Rows of 120.
