I followed the hat pattern exactly (a simple pattern, great for beginners who want to practice their dc’s), but I minimized the flower a bit, because it came out HUGE the first time.

My Pattern: The Taylor

Materials:

J crochet hook

This pattern is double stranded (made with two strands of yarn)

Stitches:

Ch – chain

Sc – single crochet

Dc - double crochet

Sl st – slip stitch

Hat Directions:

Ch. 3 Slip st in first chain (joining) Chain 3 (counts as first DC), DC 10 in loop created 
by slip st.  (11DC) 

Row 1: Chain 3, DC in same sts, *2 DC in every Dc from previous round* slip st in 3rd 
chain from beginning of round  

Row 2: Chain 3, *2 DC in next st, Dc in next st* slip st in 3rd chain from beginning of 
round 

Row 3: Chain 3, *2 DC in next st, DC in next two sts* slip st in 3rd chain from 
beginning of round. 

Row 4: Chain 3, *2 DC in next st, DC in next three sts * sl st in 3rd chain from beginning 
of round

Row 5: Chain 3, *2 DC in next st, DC in next four sts * sl st in 3rd chain from beginning 
of round

** continue this increasing pattern if you want to make a bigger hat **

Round 6-7: Chain 3, DC in every DC of previous round, slip st in 3rd chain from 
beginning of round. 

Row 8: SC in ever DC of previous round, Slip st in first SC and tie off.   

Bow Directions:

Chain 55 (if you want to make the rose smaller or larger just add or subtract in increments of 5 from the chain) 

Row 1: DC in 6th chain from Hook, *ch3, skip 1 ch, dc in next ch*, repeat from * to * 
to end. 

Row 2: Chain 3, turn, in first ch3-Loop: 1dc, ch3, 2dc, ch1. In next ch3-Loop make: 
*2dc, ch3, 2 dc, ch1*, repeat from * to * in every ch3-Loop 

Row 3: Ch3, turn work, in ch3-Loop you work: *7dc, slip stitch into ch1-Space*, tie 
off, leave a long tail. 

Row 4: Roll up the rose by lining up the base rows. Using long tail, sew through all the 
layers of the rose. When the rose is secure, sew it to the hat using a spiral 
pattern from the center of the rose to the outer petals. This will ensure that the 
rose is secured evenly to the hat.  Sew in ends and you’re done!
